� e � rst version of SourceGear Vault was released 
in February 2003. In the four years since, we have 
shipped six major upgrades, each providing more 
features and better performance. But through it all, 
Vault has remained basically the same: a Windows-
centric version control tool designed speci� cally to 
replace SourceSafe.

For Vault 4.0, we are remodeling the restaurant and 
inviting diners to come see our new menu selections 
and fancy dØcor.

With a user base including over 10,000 companies 
worldwide, Vault has been very popular indeed. Users 
of Vault appreciate its key features and bene� ts:

� Reliability:  Vault was designed with reliability 
as its top priority.  Your source code is a critical 
asset.  Losing repository data is an unforgivable 
sin. Our suite of automated tests is almost as 
large as Vault itself and includes many special 
tools which abuse a Vault server far more than 
most of our customers ever will. Under the 
hood, Vault stores all repository data in SQL 
Server.

� Remote access:  Vault was built to work over 
any Internet connection.  Most of the product 
is written in C# on the .NET Framework and 
uses IIS with Web Services as the network 
protocol between the server and clients. � e 
communication between client and server 
uses compression and deltas for performance 
as well as SSL for security.

� Seamless transition:  Vault was designed to be 
a painless transition for SourceSafe users. � e 
terminology is the same. � e user interface 
is familiar and friendly. Vault can import 
all your SourceSafe data, including history. 
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
